I. 
STATEMENT OF THE CASE 

On September 1, 2022, Student, b/n/f Parent & Parent, (“Petitioner” or “Student”) filed a Complaint 
with the Texas Education Agency (“TEA”) against Pearland Independent School District (“Respondent” or 
“the District”), requesting an impartial Due Process Hearing, pursuant to the Individuals with Disabilities 
Education Improvement Act of 2004 (“IDEA”). On September 2, 2022, TEA assigned this matter to Special 
Education Hearing Officer (“SEHO”) Steve Elliot, who is an Administrative Law Judge with the State Office 
of Administrative Hearings (“SOAH”). On May 2, 2023, TEA reassigned this case to the undersigned SEHO. 

PETITIONER’S ISSUES: 

Petitioner asserted substantive and procedural issues in Petitioner’s Complaint. Specifically, 
Petitioner asserted that Respondent denied Petitioner a free, appropriate public education (“FAPE”) based 
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
