Subchapter B. Enforcement Actions and Guidelines 

§249.17. Decision-Making Guidelines. 

(a)  Purpose. The purpose of these guidelines is to achieve the following objectives: 

 (1)  to provide a framework of analysis for the Texas Education Agency (TEA) staff, the presiding  

  administrative law judge (ALJ), and the State Board for Educator Certification (SBEC) in  

  considering matters under this chapter; 

  (2)  to promote consistency in the exercise of sound discretion by the TEA staff, the presiding ALJ,  

  and the SBEC in seeking, proposing, and making decisions under this chapter; and 

 (3) to provide guidance for the informal resolution of potentially contested matters. 

(b) Construction and application. This section shall be construed and applied so as to preserve SBEC members' 

 discretion in making final decisions under this chapter. This section shall be further construed and applied 

 so as to be consistent with §249.5(b) of this title (relating to Purpose; Policy Governing Disciplinary 

 Proceedings) and this chapter, the Texas Education Code (TEC), and other applicable law, including SBEC 

 decisions and orders. 

(c) Consideration. The following factors may be considered in seeking, proposing, or making a decision under 

 this chapter: 

 (1) the seriousness of the violation; 

  (2) whether the misconduct was premeditated or intentional; 

   (3)  attempted concealment of misconduct; 

 (4)  prior misconduct and SBEC sanctions; 

   (5) the potential danger the conduct poses to the health and welfare of students;
