INTRODUCTION 
The Texas Education Agency (TEA) would like to extend appreciation to Centerville ISD for their 
efforts, attention, and time committed to the completion of the review process. 

The TEA has developed a monitoring approach that reviews compliance-based indicators while also 
looking for best practices. In commitment to the approach, the cyclical monitoring report will provide 
the results of the LEA’s compliance review related to the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act 
(IDEA) and federal and state statutes, a summary of data related to Results-Driven Accountability 
(RDA), State Performance Plan (SPP),  Significant Disproportionality (SD), and dyslexia program 
evaluation recommend targeted technical assistance and support for LEAs related to special 
education, and highlight best practices of LEAs that demonstrate success. 

CYCLICAL MONITORING 
The TEA conducts cyclical reviews of all LEAs statewide over six years. The purpose of cyclical 
monitoring is to support positive outcomes for students with disabilities and to determine 
compliance with special education regulations and dyslexia program regulations.

2020–2021 CYCLICAL REVIEW COMPLIANCE SUMMARY   
On January 22, 2021, the TEA conducted a policy review of Centerville ISD.  On February 25, 2021, the 
TEA conducted a comprehensive desk review of Centerville ISD. The total number of files reviewed 
for the Centerville ISD comprehensive desk review was 19. The review found overall that 14 files out 
of 19 files were compliant. An overview of the policy review and student file review for Centerville

If the TEA determines that a revision(s) is necessary, the LEA will be required to revise and resubmit. 
The Review and Support team will contact the LEA to provide notification when the CAP has been 
approved.

The educational agency has 60 school days from the date of this summary report to correct all 
identified findings of noncompliance for individual students, unless noted otherwise in the report.
