Participants indicated that during COVID school closure/remote learning strategies, the district's top
tio supports that didn't iork vell for students iith disabilities vere shared devices per familyand
the online submission of assignments.

100% of participants indicated that theyagree that school staff iorked lith parents/guardians in
addressing severe behavior and work refusal.
