Example for Option Two:
Let's assume we have a population of 24 students on the Official Student List, and we need to follow
the instructions to select the appropriate number of students for review.
1 Calculate MINN:
T 50% of all students = 50% of 24 = 12 students.
1 The greater number between 10 and 12 is 12.
1 So,MINNis 12.
1 Determine the selection interval (Nth student):
f Total number of students =24
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I Selection interval, Nth = Total number of students / MINN =400/ 100 = 4
1 So, every 4th student will be selected.
1 Select every Nth student from the Official Student List:

1 Start with the 4th student on the list and select every 4th student thereafter.

1 After selecting a student, count three students not selected and then select the next one.

1 Ifupon reaching the end of the list, fewer than 100 students have been selected (which in this
case should not happen since 400 is a multiple of 4), we would cycle back to the top of the list
and continue the process, skipping any students already selected, until reaching the MINN of
100 students.

In this example, students numbered 4, 8, 12, ..., up to the student numbered 400 would be selected,
giving us exactly 100 students for the review.
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
