�x The average SAT total score for Texas public and nonpublic high school examinees in the class  

of 2023 was 978, down 23 points from the average for the class of 2022 (Table 3 on page 6). Nation-

ally, the average SAT total score for the class of 2023 was 1028, down 22 points from the average for 

the class of 2022. The average evidence-based reading and writing and mathematics scores for exami-

nees in the class of 2023 were lower in Texas than in the nation. 

�x The average ACT composite score for Texas public and nonpublic high school examinees in the class 

of 2023

�x In Texas, 45.9 percent of SAT examinees in the class of 2023 were Hispanic, 26.9 percent were 

White, and 11.8 percent were African American (Table 5). Across the United States, by comparison, 

24.2 percent were Hispanic, 39.3 percent were White, and 11.8 percent were African American. 

�x In Texas, 42.6 percent of ACT examinees in the class of 2023 were Hispanic, 32.2 percent were 

White, and 9.6 percent were African American (Table 6 on page 15). Across the United States, by 

comparison, 16.9 percent were Hispanic, 52.2 percent were White, and 12.4 percent were African 

American. 

�x In Texas, 50.8 percent of SAT examinees in the class of 2023 were female, and 48.8 percent were 

male (Table 7 on page 15). Across the United States, 50.5 percent of examinees were female, and 

48.9 percent were male. 

�x In Texas, 51.1 percent of ACT examinees in the class of 2023 were female, and 45.3 percent were 

male (Table 8 on page 16). Across the United States, 48.7 percent of examinees were female, and 

46.4 percent were male.
