Accountability System for Educator Preparation (ASEP)

This report presents results from the principal survey of beginning teachers. In this survey, principals describe the preparation of new teachers in six categories of
practices. Principals complete surveys for first-year teachers who graduated at any time during the 5 years prior to the reporting period and who taught in the Texas
public school system for a minimum of 5 months during the reporting period. Teachers on both standard and probationary certificates are included.
